Transportation (TxDOT) and the Harris County Toll Road Authority (HCTRA)
will add lanes between 1-45 and the Hardy Toll Road. The construction is
expected to last approximately nine months.

“We are constantly partnering with business and government organizations
to advance initiatives that will accommodate Greenspoint’s business and
population growth,” said Bart Baker, vice president of Planning, Operations
and Infrastructure for the Greenspoint District.
